A.
Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the Application for Approval of Public Service Company of Colorado’s (“Public Service” or “Company”) Incentive Cost Adjustment (“ICA”) for the period July 1997 through June 1998. 

2. The Commission issued notice of the application on December 22, 1998.  Interventions were due on or before Janu-ary 21, 1999.  There were no interventions filed.  Therefore, pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., this matter may be considered without a formal hearing.

B.
Findings and Conclusion

1. Public Service is an operating public utility sub-ject to the jurisdiction of the Commission, and is engaged, in part, in the generation, purchase, transmission, and distribution of electricity in various areas of the state.

2. In the application, the Company requests formal Commission approval of its ICA covering the period July 1997 through June 1998.  This adjustment was initially approved as a result of a less than statutory notice filing made by Public Service on September 17, 1998.  See Decision No. C98-951 in Docket No. 98L-410E. 

3. The ICA base energy cost which was approved in Docket No. 98L-410E is $0.01278/kWh.  This amount is derived from the historic test period of 12 months ended June 30, 1998.  The Commission finds that this ICA base energy cost is properly cal-culated.

1. The Application for Approval to Implement an Incentive Cost Adjustment Mechanism filed by Public Service Com-pany of Colorado is deemed complete and granted.

2. The hearing set for March 22, 1999, is hereby vacated.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargu-ment, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the Mailed Date of this Decision.
