I.
BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. On January 22, 1999, MCI World Com, Inc. (“MCIW”), filed a motion asking the Commission to extend the time to assess the high cost support mechanism surcharge of 0.2 percent per month as ordered by the Commission in Decision No. C98-1059.  MCIW avers that it has already properly assessed the surcharge for its mass markets, residential customers, and those business and residential customers billed by U S WEST Communications, Inc.  However, it was unable to modify the necessary systems to prop-erly assess its direct-billed business customers.  The modifica-tions necessary for the business customers will be completed for the March 1999 billing, and for its private line billing system, for the August 1999 billing.  Regardless of the completion and assessment date, MCIW does not plan to back-bill any customers, but, rather, will absorb the cost and remit the amount due.  

2. The Commission is satisfied that MCIW has exer-cised due diligence in attempting to meet the requirements of Decision No. C98-1059, and finds that good cause is shown for the requested extensions of time.  However, the Commission notes that the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism administrative staff will be in need of estimated assessment information.    

3. Because of the nature of the request, time is of the essence in this matter.  

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion of MCI World Com, Inc. on Behalf of Its Regulated Subsidiaries to Extend Time to Comply With Notice Requirement is granted.  

2. MCI World Com, Inc., is granted up to and includ-ing its March 1999 billing to begin assessing the high cost sup-port mechanism surcharge for its direct billed business cus-tomers.  

3. MCI World Com, Inc., is granted up to and includ-ing its August 1999 billing to begin assessing the high cost support mechanism surcharge for its private line business serv-ices customers.

4. The extensions noted in the above paragraphs are granted contingent upon MCI World Com, Inc., furnishing the fol-lowing information to the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism administrative staff within ten days of the effective date of this Order:  
1) estimated intrastate revenues from direct billed business customers for each of the months of January, February, and March 1999; and 2) estimated intrastate revenues for private line business customers for each of the months of January through, and including, August 1999. 

5. Response time is waived.
6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
