I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement
The instant matter concerns a complaint by Colorado Payphone Association against U S WEST Communications, Inc.  Pursuant to the provisions of § 40-6-108(4), C.R.S., the Commission is required to issue its decision in this case by February 17, 1999.  However, § 40-6-108(4) also provides that, “. . . In extraordinary circumstances, the commission may extend the time (for decision) an additional ninety days following a hearing in which such extraordinary circumstances are established. . . .”  We find that the decision in this matter likely will not be issued by February 17, 1999.  Therefore, the Administrative Law Judge is directed to conduct a hearing in this case to consider whether the time for decision should be extended an additional ninety days, in accordance with § 40‑6‑108(4).

II. ORDER

1. The Administrative Law Judge is directed to schedule and conduct an expedited hearing in this matter for the purposes set forth above.
