I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement
Statement, Findings and Conclusions

This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the petition filed by Constance L. Lenti (“Lenti”) on January 27, 1999.  The petition seeks reinstatement of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC (“CPCN”) No. 55264.


By Decision No. R98-1285, dated December 22, 1998, an administrative law judge for the Commission determined that Lenti’s CPCN No. 55264 should be revoked for failure to have proof of insurance on file.  The decision provided that the revocation should take effect twenty days from the date of the decision if in fact no new proof of insurance was on file by that date.


In response to Decision No. R98-1285, Lenti filed a new insurance certificate on December 29, 1998; however, this filing was defective in that the name of the insured was wrong and there was an impermissible coverage lapse.  Lenti made no additional filings during the twenty day period described above.  Thus, since no valid insurance certificate was on file with the Commission on January 11, 1999 (the twentieth day from the date of Decision No. R98-1285), the Commission revoked Lenti’s CPCN No. 55264.


On January 25, 1999, following the filing of a second incorrect insurance certificate on January 15, 1999, Lenti filed proof of insurance in compliance with the Commission’s rules.  The instant petition for reinstatement is based on this January 25, 1999 filing.


The petition explains that a lapse in insurance did not in fact occur and that the appearance of the lapse was a result of certain miscommunications between Lenti’s taxicab company and its insurance company.  Furthermore, Lenti, a new transportation operator, apparently has not operated since he was informed that his CPCN had been revoked.


The Commission finds that Lenti has set forth good cause for the granting of the petition.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:


1.
The petition for reinstatement filed by Constance L. Lenti is granted.


2.
Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55264, owned and operated by Constance L. Lenti, is reinstated as of the mailed date of this Order.
