I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) for consideration of the motion to withdraw tariff sheet and supporting testimony filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”) on January 22, 1999.  No responses to the motion were filed.

2. The tariff sheet and supporting testimony of Pub-lic Service witness Frederic C. Stoffel which are the subject of this motion were filed with Public Service Advice Letter No. 543-Gas.  The tariff sheet and supporting testimony relate to the use of certain costs of financial derivatives in Public Service’s Gas Cost Adjustment (“GCA”).

3. Following the Commission’s consideration of a motion filed by the Staff of the Commission, the Commission ordered, in Decision No. C99-49, that this docket will not address the issue of the use of certain costs of financial derivatives in the GCA.  The Commission then provided the fol-lowing procedural suggestion to Public Service:

As a result of the above finding, the Commission points out that the most efficient manner to remove this issue likely would be for Public Service to move to withdraw Sub. Fourth Revised Tariff Sheet No. 50 from its Advice Letter No. 543-Gas.

Decision No. C99-49.

4. Public Service, by the instant motion, seeks to accomplish the substantive ruling regarding financial deriva-tives contained in Decision No. C99-49.  The motion fully car-ries out the intent of Decision No. C99-49 and, thus, will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. The motion to withdraw Sub. Fourth Revised Tariff Sheet No. 50, originally filed with Advice Letter No. 543-Gas, and the testimony supporting the use of financial derivatives as contained in the Direct Testimony of Mr. Frederic C. Stoffel, commencing at line 19, page 13 and continuing through line 7, page 16, from consideration in this Docket is granted.

6. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
