I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter concerns the Petition for Arbitration of an Interconnection Agreement filed by AirTouch Paging, Inc.  By previous order, we assigned this case to an Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”) for hearing.  Upon further consideration on the Commission’s own motion, we conclude that this matter should be heard by the Commission itself.  Therefore, we will vacate our prior order assigning this case to an ALJ.

2. In order to allow the full Commission to conduct the hearing in this matter, we will also reschedule the dates for hearing (from those originally set by the ALJ).  The hearing in this case will commence on March 29, 1999 (at 8:30 a.m.), and will continue, if necessary, on March 30, 1999.  The conference call scheduled by the ALJ for March 16, 1999 is vacated.  In lieu of that conference call, the parties should raise outstanding procedural matters by the filing of an appropriate motion in a timely manner.  Except as specifically modified here, all other procedural directives established by the ALJ in Decision No. R99-170-I shall continue in effect.

2. The hearing dates established in Decision No. R99-170-I (i.e., March 22 and 23, 1999) are vacated.  Instead, hear-ing in this matter shall commence at 8:30 a.m., March 29, 1999 and shall continue, if necessary, on March 30, 1999.  Except as specifically provided in this Order, the procedural requirements set forth in Decision No. R99-170-I shall remain in effect.
