I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before us for consideration of Commission Staff’s oral request that we issue a subpoena to AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. (“AT&T”), directing it to provide certain information.  Staff is requesting that information as part of Commission efforts to ensure that various entities providing toll services in the state are prop-erly registered or certified with the Commission in accordance with applicable law.  Good cause having been stated, we will grant Staff’s request.

2. In correspondence with Staff, AT&T has indicated that the information requested by Staff (i.e., identification of persons or entities purchasing certain facilities or services from AT&T) is not maintained in the form specifically requested.  That is, AT&T appears to assert that the subject information is not maintained by AT&T on an intrastate basis and will require significant effort to produce the information in the form requested.  No specific facts have been provided to the Commis-sion to support any such assertions, however, Staff is directed to confer with AT&T regarding its assertion that producing the subpoenaed information in the form requested would be unduly bur-densome.  As part of those discussions between Staff and AT&T, we would expect AT&T to specifically identify the costs or efforts involved in responding to Staff’s requests.  If Staff and AT&T cannot resolve this issue, AT&T may submit an appropriate plead-ing requesting that the subpoena be modified.
