I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On March 2, 1999, Black Hawk-Central City Ace Express, Inc. ("Ace"), filed an application for a Commission order authorizing the publication of 1st Revised Page No. 9 and Original Page No. 10 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 8, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  Ace provides scheduled service between points in the north Denver metro area and the casinos in Central City and Black Hawk under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 47967.

2. In its application, Ace proposes to reduce the adult round-trip fare for scheduled service between Central City and the Doubletree Hotel at Quebec Street and 32nd Avenue, the I -70 Park-and-Ride at Ward Road, and the Schoenberg Center at 72nd Avenue and Sheridan Boulevard from $16 to $15.  The proposed reduction in the adult round-trip fare between Black Hawk and the Holiday Inn at 15th Street and Glenarm Place is from $16 to $10.

3. In support of this application, Ace states the Central City casinos that participate in its transportation program by subsidizing the fare charged to each passenger have asked to have the existing $16 round-trip fare be reduced to $15.  Ace states the $15 fare matches the $15 in cash that the casinos recently began giving to its passengers as they arrive at the casinos.  The casinos that subsidize the passenger service between Black Hawk and downtown Denver are trying to increase the number of passengers currently utilizing this service.  Ace states the Black Hawk casinos, in an attempt to increase ridership, have requested that the $16 adult round-trip fare be reduced to $10.  Ace states the casinos have requested that the reduced fares begin as soon as possible.  Ace requests that the proposed tariff changes be approved to become effective on less-than-statutory notice. 

4. Analysis of this application has determined that the revised tariff is acceptable under the authority granted to Ace.  The granting of the proposed tariff changes on less-than-statutory notice is required to allow Ace to attempt to increase the number of passengers utilizing its service between points in the Denver metro area and casinos in Central City and Black Hawk.

5. Rule No. 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, states that an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice will be entered for good cause shown.
6. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 8 and that the application should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application of Black Hawk-Central City Ace Express, Inc. to publish 1st Revised Page No. 9 and Original Page No. 10 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 8, on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

8. First Revised Page No. 9 and Original Page No. 10 to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 8, shall be published on not less than one-day notice to the Commission and the general public.

9. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
