I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (“RRR”) to Decision No. C99-231 filed by Florence M. Barajas, doing business as Your Ride Taxicab Service (“YRTS”).

2. YRTS’ application for RRR argues that the Commis-sion erred in denying it temporary authority to extend its oper-ations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55039.  YRTS is seeking temporary authority to conduct operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire, in taxi and call-and-demand limousine service, from all points within a 20-mile radius of the intersection of Interstate Highway 25 and Colorado Highway 350 in Trinidad, Colorado, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand, with express authorization to provide round-trip service.

3. By Decision No. C99-231, the Commission denied YRTS’ application for a temporary authority for failure to demonstrate an “immediate and urgent” need for the service as required by § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S.  In its application for RRR, YRTS submits additional support for its temporary authority application.  This additional support is in the nature of per-sonalized letters, some of which directly address the authors’ desire to have the proposed service.  However, as was the case with the support the Commission considered in rendering Decision No. C99-231, the letters do not demonstrate the legally required elements of immediacy and urgency.  Therefore, the Commission will deny YRTS’ application for RRR.

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration filed by Florence M. Barajas, doing business as Your Ride Taxicab Service, is denied.
