I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. This Joint Application for Approval of Indirect Transfer of Control of Ameritech Communications International, Inc., and American Payphone Services (“Application”) was filed on February 24, 1999, by SBC Communications, Inc. ("SBC"), and Ameritech Corporation ("Ameritech”).  The Application was filed pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-37-3. 

2. The Commission issued a notice of the Application on March 1, 1999.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  Thus, this matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

3. The Application requests approval of a merger agreement between SBC and Ameritech.  When the merger is com-pleted, Ameritech will become a wholly owned subsidiary of SBC.

4. We conclude that the Application states suffi-cient grounds for Commission approval.

B. Findings and Conclusions

1. Neither SBC nor Ameritech are regulated telecom-munications companies within the State of Colorado.  

2. In Colorado, Ameritech's wholly owned subsid-iaries, Ameritech Communications International, Inc.  (“ACII”), and Ameritech Payphone Services, Inc. ("APS") both hold Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("PUC") authority to offer jurisdic-tional telecommunications services. ACII possesses a Letter of Registration to provide alternative operator services (issued in Decision No. C96-674) and a Certificate to Provide Local Exchange (issued in Decision No. C98-295).  APPS has PUC author-ity to offer alternative operator services granted in Decision No. C98-1035. When the transfer is completed ACII and APS, will remain, as subsidiaries of Ameritech, which will itself, be a subsidiary of SBC.  ACII and APS will become second-tier sub-sidiaries of SBC. 

3. Following the transfer, ACII and APPS will con-tinue to do business in Colorado under their existing names and continue their existing tariffs and price lists on file with the PUC.  The only change that will occur will be a change in the corporate parent ownership of both ACII and APS.

II. ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. The application by SBC Communications, Inc., and Ameritech Corporation is granted.
