I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement, Findings, Conclusion:

1. The above-named Respondent, ABC Carriers, Inc., was granted Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54698 to conduct the following operations as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service,

between Denver International Airport, in Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and points within the county of Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand.

2. The Staff of the Commission has conducted an investigation under Docket No. 97M-311CP.  This proceeding resulted in the imposition of a civil penalty.  Decision No. C98-1024, in Docket No. 97M-311CP, was adopted October 1, 1998 and became effective October 15, 1998.  Payment in full in the amount of $1,200 was due no later than 30 days from the effective date of the order, or November 14, 1998.  No payment has been received.  Failure to make a timely payment may be in violation of § 40-10-112, C.R.S., as a failure to observe the provisions of a Commission order.  Section 40-10-112, C.R.S., governs the conditions under which the Commission may revoke a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity.

3. The Commission finds that sufficient cause exists for the holding of a hearing to determine the facts of the matter, to hear material arguments, to receive evidence and tes-timony from the Staff and others, and to determine what order or requirement, if any, shall be imposed by the Commission.

II. ORDER

B. The Commissions Orders That:
1. ABC Carriers, Inc., doing business as Denver Express, Inc., shall appear before the Commission to show cause why the Commission should not take appropriate action and enter an order or penalty, including, but not limited to revoking, suspending, altering, or amending Certificate of Public Conven-ience and Necessity PUC No. 54698.

at which time and place proper evidence may be introduced and material arguments may be presented.

2. Staff shall file, at least 30 days before hear-ing, two copies of a list containing the name, address, and title of each of its witnesses, and two copies of each of the exhibits which it plans to present at the hearing.  Copies of the list and exhibits shall be served upon all parties to the proceeding, unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.

3. Respondents shall file, at least 20 days before the hearing, two copies of a list containing the name, address, and title of each of its witnesses, and two copies of each of the exhibits which it plans to present at the hearing.  Copies of the list and exhibits shall be served upon all parties to the proceeding, unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.

4. No witness shall be permitted to testify, nor shall any document be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless served and filed as provided in this Order.

5. The Commission may, if the Staff or the Respon-dent does not meet the above requirements, dismiss the proceed-ing or any defense, upon motion filed by any other party, unless good cause for non-filing is shown.

6. No motion for continuance shall be granted if filed within 20 days before the first day of the hearing, except for good cause shown.

7. No. exception to the procedure in this Order shall be made except upon timely motion showing good cause.

8. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
