I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the application to curtail certain services by U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USW”).  USW initiated this pro-ceeding by filing its “Verified Application” dated and received by the Commission on March 5, 1999.  The notice states its intent to curtail USW’s DATAPHONE Select-a-Station (DSAS) service under Rule 57, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  Now being duly advised, we will grant the application.

2. USW states that DSAS service is a private line data system designed for use in alarm and environmental control industries. 

3. USW states that it is seeking to cease offering of DSAS service to new customers, citing discontinuance of DSAS equipment manufacture, subsequent maintenance complications, numerous contemporary services alternative to DSAS, and the lim-ited number of current DSAS customers.  The USW information as provided to the Commission in conjunction with independent Com-mission investigation has adequately substantiated these USW claims regarding DSAS service.    

4. DSAS service will continue to be provided to existing DSAS subscribers.   A modification to USW’s Private Line Transport Services Tariff [Colo. PUC No. 14] will be made which reflects the “grandfathered” status of the DSAS service.  USW has stated that DSAS rates for grandfathered customers are not being changed in this filing.   

5. The Commission is satisfied that USW has appro-priately complied with all the necessary provisions of Rule 57, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, relating to curtailment of DSAS service.  The application was unopposed.  

6. Good grounds having been stated, we will grant the USW request to curtail DSAS service as proposed in the Verified Application.  

II. order

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc., on March 5, 1998 to curtail service known as DATAPHONE Select-a-Station (DSAS) service is deemed complete.

2. The application to curtail DSAS is granted.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
