I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the Application for Alternative Form of Notice filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USWC”), on April 15, 1999.  The application seeks Commission approval of an alterna-tive form of notice for a proposed tariff change, pursuant to the provisions of § 40-3-104(1)(C)(I(d), C.R.S.  The application seeks approval of publication of a legal notice of the proposed tariff change in the Denver Post for one day, and according to the Denver Post’s standard format for a legal notice, instead of the specific format set forth in § 40‑3‑104(1)(c)(I)(A), C.R.S.  The legal notice will comply with the requirements of § 40-3-104, C.R.S., in all other respects.

2. The application suggests that alternative notice is appropriate since the proposed tariff change allows for a potential reduction or waiver of charges for new customers, and, as such, will not have any adverse financial effect on any existing customers.  Further, the alternative notice will allow USWC to provide notice in the most cost-effective manner avail-able.

3. The Commission determines that specific language in the notice was not in compliance with Form V, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, and that language in the notice should be expanded and clarified.

4. The Commission further determines that, because the additional tariff language could have an influence on local competition, USWC shall, in addition to publishing the notice, notify all Competitive Local Exchange Carriers via first class US Mail.

5. Good cause having been shown, we will grant the application, with certain modifications as listed below.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. The Application for Alternative Form of Notice filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc., on April 15, 1999, is granted consistent with this Order.  Notice shall be published in a format of alternate typeset measuring 1 column wide and 18 inches in length.  Notice shall also be sent to all Competi-tive Local Exchange Carriers who presently have tariffs on file with the Commission via a special first class mailing.  Notice shall be published and sent to Competitive Local Exchange Car-riers on April 30, 1999.

7. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
