I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. This Application for Approval of a pro forma intracorporate reorganization was filed on March 19, 1999, by Allegiance Telecom of Colorado, Inc. ("Allegiance").  The Appli-cation was filed pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-1-55.

2. Concurrently, on March 19, 1999, Allegiance filed a notification with the Commission related to the reorganization as it related to its competitive local exchange authority.  This notification was done pursuant to 4 CCR 723-37-6. On April 21, 1999, Staff sent a letter to counsel representing Allegiance informing them that the notice was acceptable and no further filing was required under 4 CCR 723-37-6.

3. The Commission issued a notice of the Application on March 26, 1999.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  Thus, this matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

4. The Application requests approval of a reorgan-ization of Allegiance Telecom Inc. ("Allegiance T"), the cor-porate parent of Allegiance. Under the reorganization, a newly created company, Allegiance Finance Company, Inc. (“Alle-giance F") would receive the stock and direct ownership of Allegiance.  Allegiance F would become a direct affiliate of Allegiance T.  We conclude that the Application states suffi-cient grounds for Commission approval.

B. Findings and Conclusions

1. Neither Allegiance Telecom, Inc. nor Allegiance F are regulated telecommunications companies within the State of Colorado.  

2. In Colorado, Allegiance Telecom, Inc.'s wholly owned subsidiary, Allegiance holds Colorado Public Utilities Commission authority to offer jurisdictional telecommunications services. Allegiance possesses a Letter of Registration to pro-vide alternative operator services, a Certificate to Provide Emerging Competitive (Part 3) services, and a Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications services (all issued in Decision No. C99-144). 

3. Following the reorganization, Allegiance will continue to do business in Colorado under its existing name and continue its existing tariffs and price lists on file with the Commission.  The only change that will occur will be a change in the intermediate ownership of Allegiance by Allegiance F. 

II. ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. The application by Allegiance Telecom of Colo-rado, Inc., is granted.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
