I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. On April 5, 1999, ICG Telecom Group, Inc. (“ICG”), filed its Notice of Contract with the Commission pur-suant to the provisions of Rule 3.2.2.4, Rules Regulating Appli-cations by Local Exchange Telecommunications Providers for Spe-cific Forms of Price Regulation, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-38.
  Rule 3.2.2.4 authorizes a Competitive Local Exchange Carrier such as ICG to negotiate and enter into customer-spe-cific contracts.  In reliance upon the rule, ICG proposes to enter into a customer-specific contract with Schreiver Air Force Base for the 

provision of certain telecommunications service.  Rule 3.2.2.4 provides that a customer-specific contract shall become effec-tive according to its terms, unless the Commission sets the con-tract for hearing.

2. As provided for in Rule 3.2.2.4, the Commission will set the contract between ICG and Schreiver Air Force Base for expedited hearing before an Administrative Law Judge.  The grounds for this action are:  In the contract, ICG proposes to provide various telecommunications services to Schreiver Air Force Base.  However, information submitted to the Commission raises questions regarding ICG’s authority to provide all the proposed services in the relevant service territory.  A hearing is necessary to resolve these issues.  In light of this decision setting the matter for hearing and in accordance with Rule 3.2.2.4, the contract between ICG and Schreiver Air Force Base shall not become effective until further order of the Com-mission in this docket.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

3. The contract between ICG Telecom Group, Inc., and Schreiver Air Force Base, referenced in the Notice of Contract filed with the Commission on April 5, 1999, is set for expedited hearing before an Administrative Law Judge.  Pending a Commis-sion decision in this docket, the contract shall not become effective.

4. Interested persons may file requests for inter-vention in this matter, pursuant to the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, within ten days of the effective date of this Order.

5. The Administrative Law Judge assigned to this matter shall issue further procedural directives in this case.

6. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
