Statement

1. On April 30, 1999, Supra Telecommunications and Information Systems, Inc. (“Supra Telecom”), filed its motion requesting an extension of time within which to file its tariff and rates in accordance with Commission Decision No. C99-163, effective February 16, 1999.

2. In Commission Decision No. C99-163, this Commis-sion granted Supra Telecom’s February 2, 1999 motion for an extension of time, to May 3, 1999, in which to file applicable tariffs.

3. Decision No. C98-1112 granted another request for an extension of time in which to file tariffs and price lists, as applicable, for emerging competitive telecommunications serv-ices.

4. In Commission Decision No. C98-874, this Commis-sion granted Supra Telecom a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications serv-ices on a resale and facilities-based basis, and a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide emerging competi-tive telecommunications services throughout the State of Colo-rado.

5. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commis-sion finds good cause has been stated and will grant the present motion.

II. order

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion for extension of time of Supra Tele-communications and Information Systems, Inc., is hereby granted.  Supra Telecommunications and Information Systems, Inc., shall be permitted to file its tariffs and price lists for emerging com-petitive telecommunications services, as applicable, on or before June 30, 1999.

2. However, in light of the numerous extensions of time previously granted, Supra Telecommunications and Informa-tion Systems, Inc., is hereby advised that any future requests for extensions of time may be denied.

3. The Commission waives response time to the motion.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
