Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On April 30, 1999, Public Service Company of Colorado (“PSCO”) filed an application requesting that the Com-mission enter an emergency order granting its application and thereby extending its Real Time Pricing (“RTP”) Pilot Program until April 30, 2000.

2. On May 4, 1999, the Commission mailed a Notice of Application Filed, and designated May 10, 1999, as the deadline for interventions.

3. No interventions have been filed.

4. In its application, PSCO states that it intends to file with the Commission an application to end the RTP Pilot Program and simultaneously approve permanent RTP tariffs that are modified to enhance the RTP program.

5. As a part of its application, PSCO agrees to file semi-annual reports that document the results of the RTP Pilot Program.  PSCO also agrees to file a report that summarizes the strengths and weaknesses of the RTP Pilot Program.

6. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commis-sion finds good cause has been stated, and will grant the appli-cation.

II. order

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. Public Service Company of Colorado’s application to extend the duration of its Real Time Pricing Pilot Program until April 30, 2000 is deemed complete and granted.

2. Public Service Company of Colorado shall file semi-annual reports that document the results of the Real Time Pricing Pilot Program. 

3. Public Service Company of Colorado shall file, either concurrently with its second semi-annual report or con-currently with the filing of permanent Real Time Pricing tar-iffs, whichever comes first, a report summarizing the strengths and weaknesses of the Real Time Pricing Pilot Program.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
