I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement
1. The Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") hereby gives notice of an amendment to its proposed rulemaking regarding safety rules for motor vehicle carriers and associated civil penalties.  These rules are found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-15.

2. The proposed rule changes were originally noticed in Decision No. C99-476, mailed on May 14, 1999.  The intent of this amendment is to notice an additional proposed rule.  Specifically, the Commission is proposing to add Rule 4 CCR 723-15-8.6 which would require all motor vehicle parts and accessories to be maintained so as to pose no safety hazard to any passenger or their baggage or to the driver.  The purpose of this proposed rule is to set forth an additional safety standard which can be enforced by the Commission.

3. A copy of this amendment to the rules proposed by Decision No. C99-476 is attached to this amendment to notice of proposed rulemaking as Attachment A.

4. The statutory authority for the proposed rules is found at §§ 40-2-108, 40-2-116, 40-10-105(2)(c), 40-10-111, 40-11-105(1), and 40-16-105, C.R.S.

5. An Administrative Law Judge for the Commission will conduct a hearing on the amendment to the proposed rules and related issues in conjunction with the hearing established previously in this Docket by Decision No. C99-476.  For purposes of clarity, the time and place of the hearing is restated below.

6. Interested parties may submit written comments and present them orally at hearing, unless the Commission deems oral presentations unnecessary.  The Commission strongly encourages interested persons to submit written comments before the hearing scheduled in this matter.  In the event interested persons wish to file comments before hearing, the Commission requests that initial comments be filed ten days prior to the hearing date.  The Commission will consider all submissions.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. This Amendment to Notice of Proposed Rulemaking shall be filed with the Colorado Secretary of State for publication in the June 10, 1999 edition of The Colorado Register.

8. Consistent with the time and date set by Decision No. C99-476, the hearing on the amendment to the proposed rules will be conducted simultaneously with the hearing on the proposed safety rules and related matters described in Decision No. C99-476.  The hearing shall be held before an Administrative Law Judge as follows:
