I. BY THE COMMISSION:


Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On March 5, 1999, Eastern Colorado Utility Com-pany (“Eastern”) filed an Application for a Commission Order approving a proposed gas refund plan.  On April 19, 1999, the Commission adopted Decision No. C99-401, wherein the Commission approved the refund plan proposed by Eastern.

2. On May 11, 1999, Eastern filed a motion to approve out-of-pocket expenses associated with implementation of its gas refund plan.

3. In its gas refund plan application, Eastern requested that the Commission allow Eastern to reduce the refund by the amount of Eastern’s estimated out-of-pocket expenses incurred in conjunction with the refund.  The Commission states in Ordering Paragraph No. 5, Commission Decision No. C99-401, that the actual amount of out-of-pocket costs to be recovered shall be subject to Commission approval and possible Staff audit at the conclusion of the refund.

4. On May 1, 1999, Eastern completed the refund which is the subject of the above-captioned matter.  On May 11, 1999, Eastern filed an affidavit with the Commission.  The affi-davit, inter alia, describes Eastern’s out-of-pocket costs incurred in conjunction with the refund.  The actual out-of-pocket costs ($2,140) are identical to the estimates in its refund plan.

5. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the granting of the out-of-pocket expenses associated with the implementation of Eastern’s gas refund plan.

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion filed by Eastern Colorado Utility Com-pany for approval of out-of-pocket expenses associated with the implementation of its gas refund plan is granted.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
