I.
BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On May 11, 1999, Colorado Pacific Technologies, LLC, doing business as Correctional Communications Systems of Colorado, LLC (“CCS”), filed a request for a Letter of Registra-tion to provide non-optional operator services within Colorado, in compliance with Rule 3.1 of the Commission's Rules Regulating Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Service Providers, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-24.

2. Specifically, CCS seeks authority to provide intrastate, non-optional operator services as defined in §§ 40-15-102(19.5 and 20) and 40-15-302(2), C.R.S., throughout the State of Colorado, and subject to the Commission's Rules Reg-ulating Operator Services for Telecommunications Service Pro-viders and Telephone Utilities, 4 CCR 723-18.

3. The Commission has reviewed the contents of the application and finds that it does not contain all of the required information.  Specifically, the following items are missing or incomplete:

a.
A statement indicating whether CCS desires any specific form of relaxed regulatory treatment.  4 CCR 723-24-3.1(e).

b.
A current financial statement, including a balance sheet, an income statement, and a statement of retained earnings.  4 CCR 723-24-3.1(h).

4. Commission Staff has given written notice to CCS of the documentation necessary to meet these requirements.  Staff has given CCS an adequate opportunity to respond.  Nevertheless, the Commission has not received the required information, nor has the Commission received a written statement explaining the grounds for not submitting the information.

5. Therefore, the request for a Letter of Registra-tion is deemed incomplete within the meaning of 4 CCR 723-18-5.2.  An order denying the request will enter.

II.
ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of Colorado Pacific Technologies, LLC, doing business as Correctional Communications Systems of Colo-rado, LLC for a Letter of Registration to provide intrastate, non-optional operator services is denied.
2. The 20-day time period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application to the Commission for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration, begins on the day after the Mailed Date of this Decision.

3. This Decision is effective on its Mailed Date.
