I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On May 19, 1999, Arizona Dial Tone, Inc. (“AZ Dial Tone”), filed a motion requesting restriction of its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services.  AZ Dial Tone wishes to limit these services because it is finding that it is not technically feasible for AZ Dial Tone to provide them at this time. 

2. AZ Dial Tone filed its application for Certifi-cates of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide Competitive Local Exchange Service and Emerging Competitive (“Part 3”) Tele-communications Services on a resale basis on October 8, 1998.  The application was deemed complete and approved in the November 25, 1998 Commissioners’ Weekly Meeting. 

3. In its initial application, AZ Dial Tone was granted authority to provide the following Part 3 services:  InterLATA and IntraLATA Toll; switched access; and private line telecommunications services in that portion of the State of Colorado in which U S WEST Communications, Inc., provides serv-ice.

4. AZ Dial Tone wishes to provide only the following Part 3 services at this time: InterLATA and IntraLATA toll.

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:
1. The motion of Arizona Dial Tone, Inc., to restrict its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services is hereby granted. 

2. Arizona Dial Tone, Inc., will continue to have authority to provide the following Emerging Competitive Telecom-munications Services on a resold basis: InterLATA and IntraLATA Toll.

3. Arizona Dial Tone, Inc., is prohibited from pro-viding jurisdictional telecommunications services in the State of Colorado without first having appropriate tariffs approved by the Commission.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
