I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement:

1. On June 8, 1999, NET-tel Corporation ("NET-tel") filed its motion requesting an extension of time to September 22, 1999, to file its tariff and price list.  This is a 60-day extension.  Commission Decision No. C99-531 effective May 25, 1999, gave NET-tel 60 days to file its initial tariff and price list for Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services.  

2. NET-tel has authority from the Commission to pro-vide Competitive Local Exchange Telecommunications Service, spe-cific Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services, and a Letter of Registration to provide non-optional operator serv-ices.

3. NET-tel states that it is in the process of refining and evaluating its products, pricing, and marketing for the Colorado market, and it needs more time to do a thorough job.  

4. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commis-sion finds good cause has been stated, and will grant the pres-ent motion.  

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion for extension of time filed by NET-tel Corporation is granted.  NET-tel Corporation shall be permitted to file its tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services on or before September 22, 1999.

2. However, NET-tel Corporation is hereby advised that any future requests for extensions of time may be denied.

3. The initial time frame for filing NET-tel Cor-poration’s tariff and price list for Competitive Local Exchange Service remains at three years from the effective date of the order in Decision No. C99-531.

4. The Commission waives response time to the motion.

5. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
