I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact



1.
On May 25, 1999, OmniCall, Inc. (“OmniCall”), filed a motion requesting withdrawal, without prejudice, of its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) to pro-vide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services (“Part 3”).  The Part 3 services approved in OmniCall’s CPCN were:  advanced features; premium services; switched access; intraLATA toll; interLATA toll; and private line services throughout the State of Colorado.  


2.
In Docket No. 98A-258T, Decision No. C98-704, OmniCall was granted CPCNs to provide Competitive Local Exchange Commu-nications Service (“CLEC”) in the area in Colorado that U S WEST Communications, Inc., serves, and Part 3 services, on a resale basis.  


3.
OmniCall stresses in this motion, that it still wishes to provide CLEC service in Colorado.  It also understands that it must go through the entire Part 3 application process, if it wishes to provide these services in the future.


4.
OmniCall has not yet filed a tariff for either its CLEC or Part 3 services.

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:
1. The motion of OmniCall, Inc., to withdraw, with-out prejudice, its Certificate of Public Convenience and Neces-sity to provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services is granted. 

2. OmniCall, Inc., will continue to have authority to provide Competitive Local Exchange Communications Services on a resold basis.

3. OmniCall, Inc., must file its tariff and that tariff must be approved by this Commission, before it can begin providing Competitive Local Exchange Communications Services in Colorado

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
