I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. This Joint Application for Approval of Transfer of Control of Frontier Corporation's ("Frontier") regulated sub-sidiaries to Global Crossing Ltd. ("Global") was filed on May 4, 1999.  The Application was filed pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-37-3. 

2. The Commission issued a Notice of the Application on May 10, 1999.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  Thus, this matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

3. The Application requests approval of a merger agreement between Global and Frontier.  When the merger is completed, Frontier will become either a wholly owned subsidiary of Global or a sister company of Global under a newly created holding corporation.  The applicants have not yet made a defini-tive decision of the actual post-merger corporate organization structure.

4. We conclude that the Application states suffi-cient grounds for Commission approval.

B. Findings and Conclusions

1. Neither Global nor Frontier is a regulated tele-communications company within the State of Colorado.  

2. In Colorado, Frontier's wholly owned subsid-iaries:  Frontier Communications Services Inc. ("FCSI"); Budget Call Long Distance, Inc. ("BCLD"); Frontier Communications of the West, Inc. ("FCWI"); Frontier Communications International, Inc. ("FCII"); Frontier Telemanagement, Inc. ("FTI"); and Fron-tier Local Services, Inc. ("FLSI") all possess Commission authority or are registered to offer jurisdictional telecommuni-cations services.  FCWI and FCII possess Letters of Registration to provide alternative operator services.  FCSI, BCLD, and FCII have registered with the Commission as Toll Resellers. FTC and FLSI are authorized to provide Competitive Local Exchange serv-ices.  When the transfer is completed, Frontier's subsidiaries will remain in existence and continue to offer Commission authorized services.

3. Following the transfer, FCSI, BCLD, FCWI, FCII, FTI, and FSLI will continue to do business in Colorado under their existing names and continue their existing tariffs and price lists on file with the Commission.  The only change occur-ring will be a change in the corporate parent ownership of Fron-tier's subsidiaries.

II. ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. The application by Frontier Corporation and Global Crossing Ltd. is granted.

3. Within 30 days of the consummation of the merger between Frontier Corporation and Global Crossing Ltd., the applicants shall file with this Commission, a post-merger organ-izational chart that includes the structural relationships of the entities that are the subject of this application

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
