I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the Response to Order to Show Cause By the Com-mission filed by Saferide Services, Inc. (“Saferide”), through its attorney Rodney L. Gabaldon.  

2. Terry T. Walker, doing business as Care Van applied for permanent authority to operate a call-and-demand limousine service.  Saferide intervened.   A hearing on the application was held on January 27, 1999.   Recommended Deci-sion No. R99-345 was issued on April 5, 1999, and exceptions were untimely filed by Saferide on May 19, 1999.  Rodney L. Gabaldon, Esq., of Albuquerque, New Mexico, represented Saferide at the hearing and in pleadings, including the excep-tions.    

3. Based upon the record, the Commission had reason to believe that Mr. Gabaldon was not licensed to practice law in Colorado, and had not complied with Rule 21 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure (“Rule 21”), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-21 which addresses representation of parties before the Commission.  On June 9, 1999, an order was issued requiring Saferide to show cause why it should not be dismissed and its pleadings stricken for failure to comply with Rule 21.  Saferide was advised that it must comply with Rule 21 in filing any further pleadings, including the response to the order to show cause.  

4. On June 17, 1999, we received Saferide’s response, signed by Mr. Gabaldon.  Mr. Gabaldon has not com-plied with Rule 21.  Therefore, the response will be stricken, with leave to refile on or before July 1, 1999, so long as Mr. Gabaldon complies with Rule 21.  Mr. Gabaldon is advised to read carefully Rule 21 and the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure incorporated therein, especially, Colo. R. Civ. P. 221.1.  

ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. The Response to Order to Show Cause By the Com-mission filed by Saferide Services, Inc., through its attorney Rodney L. Gabaldon, is stricken, with leave to refile.  If Saferide Services, Inc., wishes to continue representation through Mr. Gabaldon,  Mr. Gabaldon must comply with Rule 21 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-21.

6. Saferide Services, Inc., is granted an exten-sion of time up to, and including, July 1, 1999, to respond to the June 9, 1999, order to show cause.
7. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
