I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the Applicant’s Application for Rehearing, Reargu-ment, and Reconsideration to Decision No. C99-494 filed by Agnes T. Weir, doing business as Care Cars (“Care Cars”). 

2. On May 18, 1999, the Commission mailed Decision No. C99-494, the Ruling on Exceptions in this action.  We affirmed the decision of the Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”) except for his legal finding that he could not consider what he called ancillary matters in an application for a certificate of public convenience and necessity (“CPCN”).  We ruled that such factors may be considered in the appropriate factual settings.  Notwithstanding that ruling, we stated that this record did not support such consideration here, and the record did not support the issuance of the requested CPCN.

3. On June 7, 1999, Care Cars filed its application for rehearing, reargument, and reconsideration (“Application”).  After careful review of the Application and our Decision on Exceptions, we find that Care Cars’ Application misapprehends our decision on exceptions.  The Application incorrectly states that we determined the “ancillary” factors to be relevant, and that the ALJ found the factors to be necessary for the public.  On these faulty premises, Care Cars presents arguments similar to those in its exceptions.

4. Care Cars’ Application does not present evidence or argument demonstrating that Decision No. C99-494 was unjust or unwarranted.  The Application for rehearing does not persuade us that there is a need to rehear, reargue, or reconsider this matter.

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration filed by Agnes T. Weir, doing business as Care Cars, Inc., is denied.
