I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. Applicant Public Service Company of Colorado (“PSCo”) filed a verified application for approval of a meth-odology and format to provide information to customers concern-ing cost components and to report on power supply mix, collec-tively a customer information statement, as required by Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-3-10(f)(1) on June 1, 1999.

2. The Commission noticed this application on June 8, 1999.

3. On July 8, 1999, the Land and Water Fund of the Rockies (“LAW Fund”) filed a petition to intervene.  The Com-mission finds that the LAW Fund has not demonstrated a sub-stantial interest in this matter.  The Commission will, there-fore, deny the LAW Fund’s petition to intervene.

4. This matter is non-contested and may be resolved without a hearing pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

B. Findings of Fact

1. Applicant is a public utility with a total system load in excess of 100 megawatts.

2. Pursuant to Rule 4 CCR 723-3-10(f), a utility with a total system load in excess of 100 megawatts shall pro-vide:  (i) itemized average electricity bill component per-centages for power supply and power delivery; and (ii) elec-tricity power supply fuel source information to all end-use customers.  The information shall be provided in October and April of each year, at a minimum.  This itemized information may be provided to customers in the form of a bill insert or separate mailing.

3. Rule 4 CCR 723-3-10(f)(1) further requires PSCo to file this application for approval.  The Commission finds that PSCo’s application complies with the rule.  The reporting methodology and format for presenting the required information is consistent with the examples provided and are acceptable.

4. The Commission will, therefore, approve PSCo’s 1999-2000 customer information statement.

II. ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition to intervene filed by the Land and Water Fund of the Rockies is denied.

2. The application of Public Service Company of Colorado for approval of a methodology and format for providing information to customers concerning cost components in cus-tomers’ bills, and to report on its power supply mix (collec-tively referred to as the customer information statement) as required by Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-10(f)(1) is deemed complete.

3. The methodology used in preparing the data for the customer information statement and the format for presenting this information is consistent with the examples provided in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-10(f).

4. The customer information statement filed by Pub-lic Service Company of Colorado meets the requirements of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-3-10(f) and is approved for distribution.

5. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
