I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On June 3, 1999, NEXTLINK Colorado, L.L.C. (“Nextlink”) a subsidiary of NEXTLINK Communications, Inc., on behalf of Autonet Management, Inc., doing business as ITC Net-works (“Autonet”), filed an application for permission to aban-don Autonet’s Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services and applicable tariff for non-optional operator serv-ices.  Nextlink seeks to withdraw the authority granted to Autonet to provide emerging competitive telecommunications  services, and it requests that this abandonment be effective as of the mailing date of this order.

2. In Docket No. 95A-048T, Decision No. C95-302, Autonet was granted a CPCN to provide emerging competitive tele-communications services, specifically private line and non-optional operator services, throughout the State of Colorado.  This Decision became effective April 6, 1995.

3. Autonet did file a tariff to provide non-optional operator services with an effective date of September 1, 1996.  This tariff and others were rejected, with the first approved tariff being filed with an effective date of January 1, 1997.

4. According to Commission books and records, it does not appear that Autonet ever filed a tariff to provide private line service.  The order in Docket No. 95A-048T, Decision No. C95-302, states that if a tariff or a request for an extension to file a tariff is not filed by Autonet within 30 days from the effective date of the decision and order, that authority is null and void.  Since a tariff to provide private line service was never filed, Autonet has no authority to pro-vide private line service in Colorado.

5. This Commission authorized Nextlink to acquire the stock of ITC in Docket No. 97A-592T, Decision No. C98-80, effective January 22, 1998.  ITC owned Autonet at that time.

6. Autonet never provided non-optional operator services nor private line services in the State of Colorado.  Since January 21, 1998, Autonet has not served any customers in the State of Colorado.

II. CONCLUSIONS 

B. Since Autonet has never provided non-optional operator services nor private line services in the State of Colorado, no one will be adversely affected by the abandonment of its CPCN for emerging competitive telecommunications services, and with-drawal of Autonet’s tariff for non-optional operator services.

C. Good grounds having been stated, we will grant the application to abandon authority to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services.

III. ORDER

D. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request by NEXTLINK Colorado, L.L.C., a sub-sidiary of NEXTLINK Communications, Inc., on behalf of Autonet Management, Inc., doing business as ITC Networks, for authority to withdraw its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services and the tariff to provide non-optional operator services, is granted.

2. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
