I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. The Colorado Public Utilities Commission hereby gives notice of proposed rulemaking regarding amendments to Rule 18, Rules Regulating Telecommunications Service Providers and Telephone Utilities, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-2-18.  The intent of the proposed rules is to update the voice grade access line standards, including technical specifications applicable to all voice grade access lines, and related matters.  A copy of the proposed rules is attached to this notice of proposed rulemaking.  The statutory authority for the proposed rules is found at §§ 40-2-108, 40-15-107, and 40-15-201, C.R.S.

2. The Commission will conduct a hearing on the proposed rules and related issues at the below stated date, time, and place.  Interested persons may submit written comments on the rules and present these orally at hearing, unless the Commission deems oral presentations unnecessary.  The Commission also encourages interested persons to submit written comments before the hearing scheduled in this matter.  In the event interested persons wish to file comments before hearing, the Commission requests that such comments be filed ten days prior to the hearing date.  The Commission will consider all submissions.
