Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. The Colorado Public Utilities Commission (the "Commission") noticed this matter to all interested persons, firms, and corporations on May 26, 1999.  At that time Randy’s High Country Towing, Inc., was the sole entity seeking a waiver of PUC Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-9-13.1.5 (the minimum GVWR rule).

2. Since May 26, 1999, several other towing carriers have requested a waiver of PUC Rule 4 CCR 723-9-13.1.5.  Spe-cifically, M&M Repair and Towing, Inc. (Trinidad, Colorado), Terry’s Body Shop (Eads, Colorado), Prospect Auto Inc. (Denver, Colorado), Arrowhead Auto and Equipment Repair, LLP (Craig, Colorado), Timber Ridge Service Station (Ouray, Colorado), J.M. Tire, Inc. (Walsenburg, Colorado), and Basin Towing & Repair, Inc. (Durango, Colorado), seek a waiver of PUC Rule 4 CCR 723-9-13.1.5.  Due to the similarity between the issue to be resolved in each of these waiver applications and the issue in the application filed by Randy’s High Country Towing, Inc., the Commission will consolidate the applications and conduct all relevant proceedings in this master docket.

3. The Colorado Department of Public Safety, C&M Towing, Liberty Towing Inc., Kramer and Houston Towing Serv-ice Inc., Moos Enterprises, Inc., and Richard’s Towing & Repair, Inc., filed petitions for intervention.  Additionally, M&M Repair and Towing, Inc., Arrowhead Auto and Equipment Repair, LLP, and Basin Towing & Repair, Inc., filed petitions for intervention in conjunction with their respective waiver applications.  The Commission will grant interventions to the above-listed entities.

4. In order to resolve these waiver applications efficiently, the Commission will conduct a single hearing at which each applicant may present evidence in support of its waiver request and all intervenors may state their position on such requests.

5. The Commission will set this matter for hearing before an administrative law judge for the Commission.  The hearing shall be conducted as follows:

Tire, Inc., and Basin Towing & Repair, Inc., are consolidated with the application for a waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-9-13.1.5 filed by Randy’s High Country Towing, Inc.
2. The petition to intervene filed by the Colorado Department of Public Safety is granted.

3. The petition to intervene filed by C&M Towing is granted.

4. The petition to intervene filed by Liberty Towing Inc., is granted.

5. The petition to intervene filed by Kramer and Houston Towing Service, Inc., is granted.

6. The petition to intervene filed by Moos Enter-prises, Inc., is granted.

7. The petition to intervene filed by Richard’s Towing & Repair, Inc., is granted.

8. The petition to intervene filed by M&M Repair and Towing, Inc., is granted.

9. The petition to intervene filed by Arrowhead Auto and Equipment Repair, LLP, is granted.

10. The petition to intervene filed by Basin Towing & Repair, Inc., is granted.
