I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (“RRR”) filed by James A. Beckwith, Esq., to Decision No. C99-700.  In that decision we denied Mr. Beckwith’s request to encumber the authority granted to Mach 3 Express, Inc., doing business as World Class Limousine, Inc., in Docket No. 98A-246BP.  The grounds for our denial was that at the time of our decision (particularly when the oral ruling was entered by the Commission) the authority granted to Mach 3 Express, Inc., had not yet been perfected.

2. The application for RRR, however, notes that Mach 3 Express, Inc., has now perfected its authority.  There-fore, the grounds for denial of the request for an encumbrance are no longer valid.  We agree.  The application for RRR will be granted, and Mr. Beckwith’s request to encumber the authority granted to Mach 3 Express, Inc., in Docket No. 98A-246BP will also be granted.

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration filed by James A. Beckwith, Esq., on July 14, 1999 is granted.

2. The Application of James A. Beckwith, Esq., for Approval to Encumber Authority Granted to Mach 3 Express, Inc., doing business as World Class Limousine, Inc., in Docket No. 98A-246BP is granted.

3. The 20-day period provided for in § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., within which to file applications for rehearing, reargu-ment, or reconsideration begins on the first day following the Mailed Date of this Decision.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
