I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On June 30, 1999, Access Communications, Inc. (“Access”), doing business as Access Long Distance filed a motion requesting withdrawal, without prejudice, of its Certifi-cate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) to provide Competitive Local Exchange Carrier Telecommunications Services (“CLEC”). 

2. In Docket No. 98A-087T, Decision No. C98-395, Access was granted a CPCN to provide CLEC services, on a resale basis, in the area of Colorado that U S WEST Communications, Inc., serves.

3. On July 22, 1999, Access filed a supplement to the instant application to clarify that it did file a notice of intent to exercise operating authority in its initial applica-tion, effective April 28, 1998, along with its request for a certificate to provide local exchange service.  

4. Access has never filed a tariff with this Commis-sion, to provide CLEC services, and has never had any CLEC customers in Colorado.

5. On June 1, 1999, Access and McLeodUSA Incor-porated (“McLeod, Inc.”) announced that McLeod, Inc. would acquire Access’ parent corporation, Access Holdings, Inc.  After the acquisition, Mcleod, Inc.’s subsidiary, McLeodUSA Telecommu-nications Services, Inc. (“McLeodUSA”), would continue to pro-vide CLEC and emerging competitive (“Part 3”) telecommunications services in Colorado.  McLeodUSA received its CPCN’s to provide CLEC and Part 3 services in Docket No. 96A-495T, Decision No. C96-1288.

B. Conclusions

1. Access has no customers in the State of Colorado, therefore, no one will be adversely affected by the canceling of Access’ CPCN.

2. Good grounds having been stated, we will grant the application to abandon authority.

ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. The instant application is deemed complete.

2. The application of Access Communications, Inc., to withdraw, without prejudice, its Certificate of Public Con-venience and Necessity to provide Competitive Local Exchange Carrier telecommunications services is granted. 

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
