I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. On June 15, 1999, Colorado Natural Gas, Inc., filed an application for a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide natural gas sales and transportation serv-ice in designated areas within Jefferson County and Gilpin County, Colorado.  The deadline for filing petitions to inter-vene in this application was July 21, 1999.

2. Three persons filed petitions to intervene in this application.  Responses to the petitions are due no later than August 4, 1999, and, because of Commission calendar con-straints, this matter would be discussed at the Commission’s August 18, 1999 meeting. The Commission desires to avoid a two-week delay in considering these petitions to intervene.  The Commission finds that response time should be shortened to August 2, 1999, so as to allow the Commission to consider the petitions to intervene and any responsive pleading at its August 4, 1999 meeting.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

3. Response time to the petitions to intervene is shortened to August 2, 1999.
