I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On June 24, 1999, Teligent Inc. ("TI"), and Teli-gent Services, Inc. ("TSI" together "Applicants"), filed a com-bined notice and application for authority to transfer TI's Certificate to Provide Local Exchange ("CPLE"). A request for TSI to receive a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity ("CPCN") to provide state-wide emerging competitive (Part 3) telecommunications services in the State of Colorado was also included in the application.  Applicants further request that TI’s existing CPCN for emerging competitive telecommunications services be assigned to TSI.

2. With respect to the transfer of TI's CPLE to TSI, the Applicants provided notice as required in 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-37-6.  TSI is represented in the joint application as a wholly owned subsidiary of TI.

3. The Applicants also request that a CPCN be issued to TSI to provide the following emerging competitive (Part 3) telecommunications services: intraLATA toll; interLATA toll; switched access and private line.  The application does not request any specific form of relaxed regulation for these serv-ices.

4. On June 29, 1999, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, which gave notice to all interested par-ties that this application had been filed.  Interventions were due on or before July 29, 1999.

5. On July 29, 1999, the Applicants filed a supple-ment to their application. 

B. Discussion

1. With respect to the notice of the transfer of TI's CPLE, granted in Decision No. C97-1172, the Applicants appear to be eligible to utilize 4 CCR 723-37-6 that allows them to furnish notice to the Commission in lieu of filing a complete application.

2. With respect to the request for the transfer to TSI of private line, switched access, interLATA Toll, and InterLATA Toll services authority granted to TI in Decision Nos. C97-1384 and C98-375 this authority appears to duplicate the new authority requested by TSI in the Applicants' filing. 

3. With respect to the authority to provide private line services, TSI is reminded that § 40-15-102(22), C.R.S., defines private line service as "any point-to-point or point-to-multipoint service dedicated to the exclusive use of an end user for the transmission of any telecommunications services."

4. Consistent with terms and conditions established in previous Commission decisions, TSI will be required to par-ticipate in the Colorado High Cost Fund, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, the Emergency Telephone Access Act Program, and other financial sup-port mechanisms that may be created in the future by the Commis-sion to implement §§ 40-15-502(4) and (5), C.R.S.

5. TSI is informed that prior to providing local exchange telecommunications services it must:  (1) obtain an operating authority; and (2) have on file with the Commission effective tariffs and price lists for its services with a pro-perly amended change in name.

6. TSI is informed that prior to providing emerging competitive telecommunications services, it must have on file with the Commission effective tariffs for its services adopted from TI and with a properly amended change in name.

7. Granting the application of TI and TSI is con-sistent with the legislative statements of policy contained in §§ 40-15-101, 40-15-501, and 40-15-502, C.R.S.

II. ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. Teligent, Inc.'s and Teligent Services, Inc.'s notice and request for transfer of the Certificate to Provide Competitive Local Exchange and Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide emerging (Part 3) competitive telecom-munications services is deemed complete.

2. Teligent, Inc., is granted the authority to transfer the Certificate to Provide Competitive Local Exchange Services granted by the Commission to Teligent Services, Inc.

3. Teligent, Inc., is granted the authority to transfer its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Teligent Services, Inc., to provide the following emerging com-petitive telecommunications services: interLATA toll; intraLATA toll; switched access; and private line.

4. Teligent, Inc., may only offer private line serv-ice subject to the restrictions contained in § 40-15-102(22), C.R.S.

5. Switched access is a part of basic local service, which can be provided in Colorado only by a company authorized to provide local exchange telecommunications services.  There-fore, Teligent Services, Inc., is reminded that it must first obtain the necessary operating authority to provide local exchange telecommunications services before providing switched access services.

6. Teligent Services, Inc., has not requested and is not granted any specific form of relaxed regulation for its emerging competitive telecommunications services.

7. Prior to providing any of the emerging competi-tive services, listed above, Teligent Services, Inc., must file an adoption notice as required in 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-42

8. Teligent Services, Inc.'s local exchange services will be regulated with the default regulatory scheme contained in 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-38.

9. In accordance with Rule 25(c) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, Teligent Services, Inc., will be required to maintain its books of accounts and records using Generally Accepted Account-ing Principles.

10. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
