I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the August 11, 1999 letter, construed as an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration (“RRR”), filed by Pikes Peak Tours & Charters, Inc., doing business as Grayline of Colorado Springs (“Grayline”).  The application for RRR seeks a  reinstatement of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC (“CPCN”) No. 50095.

2. Now being duly advised in the premises, the Com-mission will grant the application for RRR and reinstate CPCN No. 50095.

B. Findings and Conclusions


3. By Decision No. R99-775 in Case AR98-10, dated July 20, 1999, an administrative law judge determined that Grayline’s CPCN No. 50095 should be revoked for failure to file its 1998 annual report before the hearing date of July 16, 1999. 

4. On August 9, 1999, Decision No. R99-775 became a decision of the Commission. On August 11, 1999, Grayline filed this application for RRR and its 1998 annual report.  Grayline’s late filing was attributable to a change-over in its internal accounting staff and difficulties in disseminating the proper information required for the report.

5. The Commission finds that Grayline’s application for RRR should be granted, and that good cause exists to reconsider the order revoking Grayline’s operating authority.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. The application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration filed by Pikes Peak Tours & Charters, Inc., doing business as Grayline of Colorado Springs, is granted.

7. Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 50095, owned and operated by Pikes Peak Tours & Charters, Inc., doing business as Grayline of Colorado Springs, is reinstated as of the effective date of this Order.

8. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
