I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement:

1. On July 20, 1999, Network One, Inc., doing busi-ness as Unity Communications ("Unity"), filed a motion requesting an extension out of time within which to file its initial tariff for nonoptional operator services in accordance with Commission Decision No. C98-100, effective January 30, 1998.  In addition, Unity submitted Advice Letter No. 1 and an initial tariff and price list for nonoptional operator services on July 20, 1999.
2. In Decision No. C98-100, the Commission granted Unity's request for a letter of registration to provide non-optional operator services, and required that Unity file an advice letter with its proposed tariffs within 90 days of the mailing date of that decision.
3. Unity failed to file the necessary advice letter and applicable tariff and price list.  This apparent oversight was discovered when Unity attempted to revise the Colorado Universal Service Charge in its tariff as required by Decision No. C99-484 in Docket No. 98M-236T, and was informed by Com-mission Staff that Unity does not have a tariff in effect in Colorado.

4. Unity is working with the Staff of the Commission to make revisions to the tariff submitted on July 20, 1999, in order to bring its rates, terms, and conditions into compliance with the Commission's requirements.  In addition, Unity has submitted a proposal to refund all nonoptional operator services revenues, with interest, collected by Unity without a tariff in effect, to those customers who utilized Unity's nonoptional operator services in 1998 and 1999.  As such, it appears that Unity has made a good faith effort to correct its oversight in failing to operate under an effective tariff in Colorado.

5. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Com-mission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion by Network One, doing business as Unity Communications for an extension out of time in which to file its initial tariff, is hereby granted.  The Commission shall extend the tariff filing deadline set in Decision No. C98-100, to July 20, 1999.  Further, the Commission will accept the July 20, 1999 filing of  Network One, doing business as Unity Commu-nications' Advice Letter No. 1 out of time.  

2. However, in light of the circumstances in this case, namely, that Network One, doing business as Unity Commu-nications, committed a serious oversight by providing regulated telecommunications services without a tariff and price list in effect, Network One, doing business as Unity Communications, is hereby advised that the granting of any future requests for extensions of time will be completely at the discretion of this Commission, and that any such request is likely to be denied.

3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
