I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On June 16, 1998, Digital Express Communications Corp. ("DXC") was granted, inter alia, a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide certain emerging competi-tive telecommunications services.  The Commission order set the deadline for filing tariffs at 60 days.  Decision No. C98-580.

2. On July 24, 1998, DXC filed for an extension of time in which to file the required tariffs.  On August 14, 1998, the Commission granted DXC an extension of time until Septem-ber 3, 1999.  Decision No. C98-784.

3. On August 11, 1999, DXC filed another motion for extension of time in which to file the required tariffs.  As grounds for the motion, DXC stated that it has experienced delays in its capital funding.  The motion requests an extension of time until March 3, 2000.

B. Discussion

4. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Com-mission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the present motion.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. The Commission waives response time to the motion.

6. The motion for extension of time filed by Digital Express Communications Corp. is granted.  Digital Express Commu-nications Corp. is granted an extension of time to file its tariffs for emerging competitive telecommunications services up to and including, March 3, 2000.

7. However, in light of the prior extension of time, Digital Express Communications Corp. is advised that any future requests for extension of time may be denied.
