I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the application to abandon service by U.S. Osiris Corporation (“USOC”).  USOC initiated this proceeding by filing its “Verified Application” dated and received by the Commission on July 14, 1999.  The notice states its intent to abandon service and withdraw its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) within the State of Colorado under Rule 57, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  Now being duly advised, we will grant the application.

2. USOC was granted a CPCN in Commission Decision No. C92-1402 adopted November 4, 1992.  The CPCN granted USOC authority to provide intrastate non-optional operator services.   

3. USOC states that it is seeking to cease offering all service within Colorado, implying that due to provision of services solely to aggregator locations with no direct relation-ship to end-user customers, no harm to the public welfare is incurred.  USOC previously notified each aggregator-customer of its intent to abandon service, and USOC now has no outstanding aggregator contracts. USOC information provided to the Commission in conjunction with independent Commission investigation has adequately substantiated USOC’s claims regarding its services.    

4. The Commission is satisfied that USOC has appro-priately complied with all the necessary provisions of Rule 57, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, as relates to abandonment of its non-optional operator services and withdrawal of its CPCN. The application was unopposed. 

5. Good grounds having been stated, we will grant the USOC request to abandon service as proposed in the Verified Application.

6. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application filed by U.S. Osiris Corporation on July 14, 1999 to abandon service and withdraw its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity is deemed complete.

8. The application filed by U.S. Osiris Corporation to abandon service and withdraw its Certificate of Public Conven-ience and Necessity is granted.
