I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On August 4, 1999, the Commission issued Decision No. C99-853T related to a notification and transfer by Teligent Inc. ("TI"), and Teligent Services, Inc. ("TSI") (together "Applicants"), concerning the transfer of TI's Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity ("CPCNs") to TSI.

2. On August 12, 1999, the Applicants filed a Request for Amended Order of Decision No. C99-853.  The Applicants state that Decision No. C99-853 should reflect a notification and approval of a transfer of a CPCN to provide local exchange services and not a Certificate to Provide Local Exchange.  TI was granted a CPCN to provide competitive local exchange service in Decision No. C97-1172.

3. The Commission will consider the Applicants' request as an application for Rehearing, Reargument or Recon-sideration of Decision No. C99-853 under § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

4. Good cause having been stated, we will grant the application. 

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. Teligent, Inc.'s and Teligent Services, Inc.'s application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration is granted and the notice and request for transfer of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Provide Competitive Local Exchange services is granted.

2. Paragraph No. 5, Section B in the Discussion sec-tion and paragraph No. 5 in the Order section of Decision No. C99-853 are vacated as necessary.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
