I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the remaining requests contained in the August 27, 1999, motion filed by Colorado Springs Utilities, and joined by the Colorado Association of Municipal Utilities, Colorado Interstate Gas Company, the Colorado Rural Electrification Association, Enron Federal Solutions, Inc., and New Century O&M Services, Inc. (“Joint Movants”).

2. By Decision No. C99-965, the Commission granted the Joint Movants’ request to conduct a prehearing conference on September 2, 1999, and deferred ruling on the Joint Movants’ requests to continue pre-filed testimony due dates and to con-tinue the fact hearing previously scheduled for September 2, 1999.  The Commission now considers the deferred requests.

3. On September 2, 1999, the Commission conducted the prehearing conference.  The parties to this matter desire additional time within which to try and reach a stipulation concerning the facts.  The Commission finds that this request is reasonable and, therefore, that the motions to continue the dates established for pre-filed testimony and to continue the date established for a fact hearing are well-founded.  The Com-mission believes that the continuance should be for longer than the two-week continuance requested in the August 27, 1999, motion because additional Freedom of Information Act (“FOIA”) requests have been made.  Responses to the FOIA requests are expected prior to October 1, 1999.

4. The Commission concludes that the deadline for filing a stipulation on the facts should be October 1, 1999.  This deadline applies to both global and partial stipulations.

5. If a stipulation resolving all disputed issues of fact is filed no later than October 1, 1999, opening briefs of all parties regarding the legal issue to be resolved in this matter shall be filed no later than 30 days after the stipula-tion filing date in the absence of a further order by the Commission.  Reply briefs of all parties shall be filed no later than 40 days after the stipulation filing date in the absence of a further order by the Commission.

6. In the event a stipulation resolving all disputed issues of fact is not filed by October 1, 1999, a hearing shall commence on November 4, 1999, to resolve all remaining disputed issues of fact.  Parties desiring to present testimony at the hearing shall pre-file their initial (direct) testimony on or before October 18, 1999.  Reply testimony of all parties shall be pre-filed on or before October 28, 1999.  If the Commission conducts a hearing, the need for legal briefs shall be deter-mined at the conclusion of the hearing.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The motions to continue dates established for pre-filed testimony and to continue fact hearing filed by Colorado Springs Utilities, and joined by the Colorado Associa-tion of Municipal Utilities, Colorado Interstate Gas Company, the Colorado Rural Electrification Association, Enron Federal Solutions, Inc., and New Century O&M Services, Inc., are granted.

8. The deadline for filing a stipulation on the facts, whether global or partial, is October 1, 1999.

9. If a stipulation resolving all disputed issues of fact is filed, opening briefs of all parties regarding the legal issue to be resolved in this matter shall be filed no later than 30 days after the stipulation filing date in the absence of a further order by the Commission.  Reply briefs of all parties shall be filed no later than 40 days after the stipulation filing date in the absence of a further order by the Commission.

10. If a global stipulation is not filed by October 1, 1999, the Commission shall conduct a hearing to resolve all remaining disputed issues of fact commencing as follows:
