Statement:

1.
On August 27, 1999, Snow Limousine, Inc. ("Snow"), filed 2nd Revised Page No. 14, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9, to become effective September 27, 1999.  Snow leases a call-and-demand limousine portion of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) PUC No. 14114 from High Mountain Taxi.  Snow can provide call-and-demand limousine service in the Aspen area under the leased portion of CPCN PUC No. 14114.

2. In 2nd Revised Page No. 14, to Colorado PUC No. 9, Snow proposes to increase the call-and-demand limousine one-way fare for service between the Aspen Airport or Aspen Bus Terminal and Snowmass Village from $7.50 to $8.00 per passenger.

3. Rule 31(g) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, states: “A common carrier which proposes to change a tariff or time schedule shall concurrently file the proposed change and a statement setting forth all the circumstances and data relied upon in justification of the proposed change.”

4. Rule 31(j) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, states: “A common carrier filing for an increase in rates shall publish notice in a newspaper as provided in Rule 31(j)(1)(A) through (C).  The notice shall be as in Form N.”

5.
Review of the tariff filing indicates that the required statement of justification has not been filed with the Commission.  The required newspaper notice has also not been filed with the Commission.

6.
The Commission finds that 2nd Revised Page No. 14, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9, should be rejected for violations of Rules 31(g) and 31(j) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

The Commission Orders That:

Second Revised Page No. 14, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 9, published by Snow Limousine, Inc. is rejected.
