I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission to consider the “Motion for Extension of Time and Motion for Clarification of Caption and Motion for Shortened Seven Day Notice Period” filed by Touch America, Inc. (“Touch America”).

2. On August 6, 1999, Touch America filed its application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“Application”) to provide various jurisdictional telecommunications services in Colorado.  The Application was scheduled to be deemed complete by operation of law on September 26, 1999.  Touch America now asks that the Commission extend that automatic completion date, allow a change in the caption, and grant permission for a shortened notice period relative to the caption change.  Because good cause has been stated and Touch America has waived any statutory rights regarding the processing of its Application, we will grant the motion.  

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion for Extension of Time and Motion for Clarification of Caption and Motion for Shortened Seven Day Notice Period filed by Touch America, Inc., is granted.
