I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On September 15, 1999, City of Central City ("Central City") filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the publication of Supplement No. 1 to Time Schedule No. 12, and 2nd Revised Page No. 4, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 24, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  Central City provides scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service between points in Central City and Black Hawk and the Gold Mountain Village Apartment in Central City under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity CPCN No. 53206.

2. In its application, Central City proposes to eliminate scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service between points in Central City and Black Hawk and the Gold Mountain Village Apartment in Central City.

3. In support of this application, Central City  states that the Gold Coin Casino in Central City has recently closed and the Coyote Creek Casino, also in Central City, will close soon.  The closing of the casinos has lessened the ridership on the scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service.  Central City states that two of its drivers have resigned and that funds are not available to hire drivers to fill these positions.  Therefore, to avoid any additional expenses by continuing to provide these services, Central City requests that the proposed time schedule and tariff changes be approved to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

4. Analysis of this application demonstrates that the proposed tariff and time schedule changes are acceptable under the authority granted to Central City.  The granting of the proposed tariff and time schedule changes on less-than-statutory notice are required to allow Central City to avoid the additional expenses that would be incurred by continuing to provide the scheduled and call-and-demand limousine service.

5. Rule No. 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, states that an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice will be entered for good cause shown.

6. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 12 and Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 24, and the application will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of the City of Central City to publish Supplement No. 1 to Time Schedule No. 12, and 2nd Revised Page No. 4, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 24, is granted.

2. Supplement No. 1 to Time Schedule No. 12, and 2nd Revised Page No. 4, to Passenger Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 24, as set forth in the attached Appendix, shall be published on not less than one-day notice to the Commission and the general public.
3. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
