I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions:

1. On September 14, 1999, Applicant Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”) filed an application requesting an order of the Commission to increase the Steam Cost Adjustment (“SCA”), effective October 1, 1999.  Public Service requests that this application be approved without formal hearing and on less-than-statutory notice.

2. Public Service is an operating public utility, subject to the jurisdiction of this Commission and is engaged, inter alia, in the generation, purchase, transmission, distribution, and sale of steam heat in downtown Denver, Colorado.

3. Public Service, by this application, requests authority to revise its SCA, in accordance with Commission Decision No. C85-1032, issued August 13, 1985, and Public Service’s P.U.C. No. 1-Steam Tariff. 

4. The effect of this application, if approved, will be a net increase in the rate to all of Applicant’s steam customers of $0.548 per one thousand pounds.  The net effect of the revision requested herein on Public Service’s revenue will be an annual increase of $441,233 based upon annual sales for the 12 months ended June 30, 1999, as compared to the revenues generated by the currently effective SCA.

5. The natural gas cost reflected in this filing is based on a projected natural gas cost of $2.7856 per MMBTU as compared to the $2.7143 per MMBTU contained in the previous SCA implemented October 1, 1998.

6. As part of its application, Public Service requests that it be permitted to amortize deferred steam costs over a 12-month period.  In addition, and in accordance with Tariff 9B, Public Service requests a waiver of the requirement that it recalculate its Base Steam Cost.

7. The filing of this application was brought to the attention of Public Service’s customers by the publication of the Notice in The Denver Post.

8. This application for authority to increase rates is made pursuant to § 40-3-104(2), C.R.S., and Commission Rule of Practice and Procedure 41(e)(1), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

9. The Commission finds that good cause exists to allow the proposed tariff to become effective on less than 30 days notice and that the requested waiver should be granted.

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders that:

1. The application to revise the steam cost adjustment filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.

2. Public Service Company of Colorado is authorized to use a 12-month period to amortize the increase in deferred costs.  In addition, for good cause shown, the requirement for annual calculation of the Base Steam Cost is waived.

3. Public Service Company of Colorado may file, on not less than one day notice, the tariffs attached to this Order to be effective on October 1, 1999.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
