I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the Motion to Dismiss Complaint as Moot filed by Qwest Communications Corporation (“Qwest”) on September 2, 1999.  The motion states that Qwest recently discontinued its Q.talk service, which was the subject of U S WEST Communications, Inc.’s (“U S WEST”) complaint in this case.  Specifically, U S WEST’s complaint in this case sought a Commission order directing Qwest to pay access charges for toll calls provided as part of the Q.talk offering.  Because Qwest has discontinued Q.talk, the motion to dismiss suggests, this case should be dismissed as moot.

2. U S WEST filed its response to the motion, stating that it does not oppose the Motion to Dismiss.  Being duly advised in the matter, we will grant the motion.
