ORDER GRANTING Expansion of CERTIFICATE to Provide Emerging Competitive (part 3) Telecommunications Services

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On August 6, 1999, San Isabel Telecom, Inc. (“San Isabel”), filed an application for a certificate of public convenience and necessity ("CPCN") to provide the following emerging competitive (part 3) telecommunications services consisting of:  advanced features offered and provided to residential customers and nonresidential customers with no more than five lines; premium services; interLATA and intraLATA toll; switched access; and private line telecommunications services to customers throughout the entire State of Colorado. 

2. On August 11, 1999, the Commission issued a notice of application filed providing notice to all interested parties that this application had been filed.  Interventions were due on or before September 10, 1999.  No party petitioned to intervene.  Therefore, this application is unopposed.

3. On August 20, 1999, San Isabel filed a supplement to the application, containing information necessary to complete the application requirements of 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-24-3.1(h).

4. On September 22, 1999, the Commission deemed the application complete by minute entry.

B. Discussion

1.
Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., the Commission finds that this matter may be considered without a hearing.

2.
San Isabel was granted a CPCN to provide the same group of emerging competitive telecommunications services as are included in this application, but only in Lake County, Colorado, in Decision No. R97-1017, Docket No. 97A-258T, mailed date of October 6, 1997.  The present application states that "San Isabel is currently approved to provide local exchange and emerging services in Lake County, Colorado, and is seeking to expand its existing service area."  Therefore, the Commission construes the application as a request for an expansion of San Isabel's existing CPCN for emerging competitive telecommunications services, to encompass the entire State of Colorado.

3.
Consistent with terms and conditions established in previous Commission decisions, San Isabel will be required to participate in the Colorado High Cost Fund, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, the Emergency Telephone Access Act Program (Low Income Fund), and other financial support mechanisms that may be created in the future by the Commission to implement §§ 40-15-502(4) and (5), C.R.S.  San Isabel further acknowledges that prior to providing local exchange telecommunications services or emerging competitive (part 3) telecommunications services it must: (1) have on file with the Commission effective tariffs or price lists for its services; and (2) comply with all statutory and regulatory requirements applicable to telecommunications providers subject to the jurisdiction of the Commission.

4.
Additionally, in accordance with Rule 25(c) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, San Isabel will be required to maintain its books of accounts and records using Generally Accepted Accounting Principles.

5.
Granting San Isabel's request for expansion of its existing CPCN for emerging competitive telecommunications services, to encompass the entire State of Colorado, is consistent with the legislative statements of policy contained in §§ 40-15-101, 40-15-501, and 40-15-502, C.R.S.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1.
San Isabel Telecom, Inc.'s request for expansion of its certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide emerging competitive telecommunications services consisting of advanced features offered and provided to residential customers and non-residential customers with no more than five-line service; interLATA toll; intraLATA toll; premium services; switched access; and private line service, throughout the entire State of Colorado, is granted.

3.
San Isabel Telecom, Inc. is required to file applicable tariffs to provide emerging competitive telecom-munications services within 90 days of the effective date of this Order.  If San Isabel Telecom, Inc. fails to file tariffs within 90 days, the authority to provide emerging competitive services shall without further order of the Commission, be deemed null and void.  For good cause shown, and if a proper request is filed within 90 days of the effective date of this Decision and Order, the Commission may grant San Isabel Telecom, Inc. additional time within which to file tariffs and price lists, if applicable.

5.
This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
