I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for consideration of various motions.  Several entities have filed notices of intervention or petitions for intervention including McLeod Telecommunications Services, Inc.; the Telecommunications Resellers Association; AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc.; Level 3 Communications, LLC; Rhythms Links, Inc.; and NEXTLINK Colorado, LLC.  U S WEST Communications (“USWC”) and Qwest Communications Corporation have filed responses opposing the requests for intervention by these entities.  Now being duly advised, we find the above-named companies have stated a substantial interest in this proceeding.  Therefore, the requests for permissive intervention will be granted.

2. AT&T filed its Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice on September 21, 1999.  Good grounds having been stated, the motion will be granted.

3. By prior notice issued in this docket, hearing in this matter was set for November 23, 1999.  Given the importance of this matter we now determine that hearings on the instant application will be conducted before the full Commission.  Additionally, in light of the number of parties intervening in this case
 we will vacate the November 23, 1999 hearing date and will schedule a prehearing conference, as set forth below, for the purposes of setting the procedural schedule with comment from all parties.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

4. The petitions for intervention by McLeod Telecommunications Services, Inc.; the Telecommunications Resellers Association; AT&T Communications, of the Mountain States, Inc.; Level 3 Communications, LLC; Rhythms Links, Inc.; and NEXTLINK Colorado, LLC, are granted.

5. The Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice filed on September 21, 1999 by AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., is granted.  Response time to the motion is waived.

6. The November 23, 1999 hearing previously scheduled in this docket is vacated.

7. A prehearing conference is scheduled in this matter at the following time and place:
