I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On August 24, 1999, HJN Telecom, Inc. (“HJN”), filed an application for a Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services and Notice of Intention to Exercise Operating Authority, and for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services.  As part of the application, HJN requested a waiver of the required number of maps, asking leave to file an original set of maps plus three copies.

2. On September 13, 1999, Staff of the Commission sent a letter to HJN.  The letter detailed the deficiencies in the application and asked HJN to supplement the application.  Among the deficiencies noted in Staff’s letter were:  (1) that the application did not contain a set of proposed local exchange maps; and (2) that the application did not contain a proposed chart of accounts.

3. On September 27, 1999, HJN filed a supplement to the application, clarifying some of the deficiencies noted in Staff's letter.  Notably, the local exchange maps filed as part of the supplement were outdated.

B. Discussion

4. The Commission has reviewed the contents of the application and finds that the application does not contain all of the information required by the Commission’s rules.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-35-4 and 723-35-6.  Specifi-cally, the application is lacking the following items:

a. For HJN’s proposed use of Generally Accepted Accounting Principles, a proposed chart of accounts.  4 CCR 723-35-4.1.18.

b. For HJN’s proposed local exchange service area, an updated set of local exchange maps.  4 CCR 723-24-4.2.

5. The Commission will grant HJN’s request for a waiver of the required number of local exchange maps.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. The application filed by HJN Telecom, Inc., on August 24, 1999, is deemed incomplete as of the mailed date above.  HJN Telecom, Inc., shall file the additional information listed above, or in the alternative, a statement as to why it believes that this information is not required, no later than November 12, 1999.  If HJN Telecom, Inc., fails to file the required information or statement within the specified time, the application shall be denied without further order of the Com-mission.

7. HJN Telecom, Inc., is granted a waiver of the rules requiring the filing of 15 local exchange maps.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-22(f)(1)(A).  HJN Telecom, Inc., shall file an original set of updated local exchange maps plus three copies.

8. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
