I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the Application for Tariff Change on Less Than Statutory Notice and Motion for Expedited Treatment filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USWC”), on October 25, 1999.  The application requests that we authorize USWC to implement changes to its tariff effective November 1, 1999.  Now being duly advised in the matter, we will grant the application.

2. The application indicates that the proposed tar-iff changes constitute a compliance filing.  In Docket No. 99A-161T, the parties entered into a Stipulation in which USWC agreed to reduce its intraLATA toll and business basic exchange rates.  Decision No. R99-1024 approved that Stipulation.  USWC had previously made interim rate reductions to its toll and business basic exchange rates.  This application seeks to make permanent rate reductions in an approximate amount of $54.5 million for these services.  In the Stipulation, the parties also agreed that the rate reductions would be made on an expedited basis.  USWC now requests that it be permitted to implement the proposed tariff changes effective November 1, 1999.

3. Good cause having been stated, we will grant the application.

II. order

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application for Tariff Change on Less Than Statutory Notice and Motion for Expedited Treatment filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc., on October 25, 1999 is granted.  U S WEST Communications, Inc., shall file the tariff sheets attached to the application as Exhibit 1 on October 28, 1999 to become effective on November 1, 1999.  However, tariff sheet 80 and price list sheet 19 shall be those attached to this Order.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
