I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On September 20, 1999, Amcom, L.L.C. (“Amcom”), filed an application seeking approval of an exchange of stock or transfer agreement between Amcom and FutureOne, Inc. (“FutureOne”), per 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-55 and 4 CCR 723-37.  This agreement was dated May 27, 1999.

2. On November 2, 1999, Mr. Cyr, the sole Amcom shareholder filed the first supplement to the application, clar-ifying and adding certain information concerning the applica-tion.

3. In Decisions No. C99-532, effective May 25, 1999, and C99-659, effective June 22, 1999, Amcom was granted Certifi-cates of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCNs”) to provide competitive local exchange services in the U S WEST Communica-tions, Inc., operating area, and emerging competitive (“Part 3”) telecommunications services in the State of Colorado.  Amcom’s Part 3 authority authorizes it to provide premium services, switched access, advanced features, interLATA and intraLATA toll, and private line.

4. As a result of this transaction, FutureOne will own 100 percent of the stock of Amcom, and will continue to operate it under the name of Amcom. 

5. On September 24, 1999, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice of this application to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before October 25, 1999.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  

B. Findings and Conclusions

6. The application is unopposed and may be con-sidered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

7. The Commission finds that the proposed stock transfer is not contrary to the public interest.  4 CCR 723-1-55(c)(12) and (c)(13)(D).

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

8. The application by Amcom, L.L.C., is deemed com-plete.

9. The application to approve the proposed stock transfer is granted.

10. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
